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INTRODUCTION

Eastern Partnership Economic Integration Index is a monitoring tool, which is
designed to assess the level of economic interaction and to identify the factors that
make positive and harmful impact on joint interaction.

The index was developed by Working group Ne2 “Economic Integration and
Convergence with EU Policies” of Civil Society Forum, involving experts from
various think tanks and organizations from all countries of the Eastern Partnership.

Pilot editions of Eastern Partnership Economic Integration Index were designed
by the national Working groups Ne2 in each country of the Eastern Partnership in two
dimensions for the first half 2014.

In the future it is planned to calculate the index for each calendar year in order to
monitor the economic integration of the Eastern Partnership countries — Armenia,
Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova, and Ukraine. The index will give the
opportunity to carry out a comparative description of the processes of economic
integration of the countries of the Eastern Partnership with the European Union, as
well as with each other.

METHODOLOGY FOR ASSESSMENT

Currently there are various techniques designed to assess the interaction
between the EU and Eastern Partnership countries, however, few of them compared
the economic integration among these countries, but particularly this is the priority
for the use of the index.

The index consists of two components: business and government.

For the calculation of the first component statistical indicators of trade and
investment, which are publicly available in each country, are used:

1. Export of goods

2. Export of services

3. Import of goods

4. Import of services

5. External investments

6. Put up investments

Overall assessment by business component is defined as the arithmetic mean of
six indicators.

To calculate the second component expert estimates are used. In each country
expert opinions were gathered from the representatives of Working Group Ne2 and
other experts. They assessed activities of authorities of an inquired state with regard
to the European Union (as a whole) and the Eastern Partnership (by each country) in
the thematic areas of Platform Ne2.

The rating is based on questionnaires filled in by experts who issued points in
each area ranging from -100 (negative impact) to 100 (positive impact) scores, 0
points — lack of activity. Experts provided a short comment to each evaluation.
Overall assessment for the state component was calculated as the average of all the
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subject areas. So as it is possible to compare the state component with the business
one point scoring was transformed to an index/ratio.

The final index is defined as the arithmetic mean of business and state
component.

CONCLUSIONS

Lack of economic performance efficiency in the Eastern Partnership countries,
as well as slackening of external economic relations between them amid world
globalization suggests the need for additional tools and practices that will enable
organizing data about factors of negative influence and eliminate them.

Calculated Economic Integration Index of the Eastern Partnership countries
gave the opportunity to find out that at the moment the most economically integrated
countries are Azerbaijan and Georgia. Their index value is 0.2 points. The smallest
value of Economic Integration Index of the Eastern Partnership countries in the first
half of 2014 belongs to Ukraine — 0.04 points, due to military actions on its territory.
The Economic Integration Index of the other Eastern Partnership countries equals to
0.07 points.

However, we should note rather high index values of cooperation between the
EU and the Eastern Partnership countries. Thus, Azerbaijan has the greatest value —
0.55 points, at the second place is Moldova — 0.47 points, and at the third place is
Georgia — 0.45 points. The smallest index value of cooperation with the EU belongs
to Armenia — 0.22 points.

The assessment of the cooperation between the EU and Eastern Partnership
countries with the help of the proposed index can not only assess the extent of the
existing integration, but also develop a series of recommendations aimed at
improving the efficiency of their interaction based on the analysis of economic
cooperation and expert opinions.

General Assessment of the Macro-Economic Situation

2013 was another year of consistent economic growth, primarily due to the
production and export.

The share of oil sector in GDP last year was still very high - 43.4%. In 2013,
the country produced nearly 43.5 million tons of oil and 29.5 billion cubic meters of
natural gas. However, it should be noted that non-oil sector of the economy develops
more rapidly. Thus, in 2013 the growth rate of non-oil sector was 10.0%, which was
10 times higher than the rate of growth of oil sector which constituted 1%. In separate
blocks of non-oil sector the growth rate achieved in 2013: 10.7% in the
communications sector, 6.3% in transport, 23.0% in construction, 4.9% in agriculture,
and 9.9% in trade.

In 2013, total investment from all the sources to the economy of the country
amounted to USD 28010.5 million. At the same time, foreign investment amounted to
USD 10540.9 million. Out of this sum, nearly half (USD 4935.2 million) was
allocated to the oil sector. Domestic investment in 2013 amounted to more than 62%
of total investments. Foreign investments tended to increase during almost all the
years of independence of Azerbaijan. Only in 2009 there was a decline in volumes of
foreign investment due to the global financial crisis.

Foreign investment into the oil sector allowed for developing of hydrocarbon
projects, bringing billions of revenue. Assets of the State Oil Fund, which receives
revenues from the development of hydrocarbon resources as of July 1, 2014
amounted to USD 37305.3 million. Almost 2 times as much as this amount were
spent from the assets of the state budget fund for financing (through annual transfers)
for such purposes as: 1) improving the social conditions of refugees and forcibly
displaced persons; 2) financing of Azerbaijan share in the project of Baku-Thilisi-
Ceyhan oil pipeline; 3) laying of the Oguz-Gabala-Baku water pipeline; 4)
reconstruction of the Samur-Absheron canal; 5) the construction of the Baku-Thilisi-
Kars railway; 6) training of youth abroad, and other projects.

The volume of transfers from the Oil Fund to the state budget is quite
significant (58.2% of budget revenues). Cumulative currency reserves of the country
(including the State Oil Fund and the Central Bank reserves) exceed USD 50 billion.

The external debt of the country as of January 1, 2014 amounted to 8.2% of
GDP, which is significantly lower than in many developed countries.

Hydrocarbon export is prevailing in foreign trade (about 94%). With the
volume of export at the rate of USD 23975.4 million in 2013, the volume of non-oil
export amounted to USD 1615.2 million only. A very high value of the surplus in
foreign trade is precisely because of this factor.

The main foreign trade partners are the European countries (more than 54% of
export and more than 57% of import).

The source for the calculation of index of economic integration was the data of
the State Committee of Statistics of the Republic of Azerbaijan for foreign trade in
2013. Foreign trade data from the period since the beginning of 2014 is absent at the
official site of the State Committee of Statistics. Statistics on foreign trade in
January-October 2014 is available at the website of the State Customs Committee.
However, since the data on the investments is also used for the calculation of the
index that is available at the website of the State Statistics Committee only for 2013
year, and it would not be correct to mix data from different years, it was decided to
focus on the statistics of 2013.

To assess the level of economic cooperation between the Republic of
Azerbaijan and the countries of the European Union and Eastern Partnership the
indicators of movement of goods, services and capital were used. On the basis of
calculations of their intensity in the total volume of foreign trade and investment the
score was calculated. It showed the extremely low level of interaction between
business entities.

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Assessment of relations of Azerbaijan authorities with the EU. Cooperation
in the energy and transport sectors has the central role in the relationship with the EU.
Experts believe that a significant number of projects (start of Kars-Akhalkalaki-
Thilisi-Baku railway in 2015, construction and launch of the first stage of a giant port
complex on the shores of the Caspian Sea in Azerbaijan, a significant increase of
cargo handling capacity at the Baku airport, the expected commissioning of new
pipelines TANAP and TAP for the delivery of Azerbaijani gas to Italy, focus on the
European technology in the field of alternative energy) indicate close economic ties
between the EU and Azerbaijan.

Assessment of relations of Azerbaijan authorities with Armenia. Because
of the Karabagh conflict the economic relations between two countries stay at zero
point. The Azerbaijan government repeatedly stated at the international level that it is
ready to unlock the boundaries and communications, as well as to connect Armenia
to the implementation of regional projects in case of de-occupation of Azerbaijani
lands. Experts point out that before signing peace agreement, no progress in the
development of economic relations can be expected.

Assessment of relations of Azerbaijan authorities with Belarus. The
decision of Azerbaijan Government to grant a loan of USD 200 million to the
Government of Belarus and the USD 13 million of private investment in Belarusian
economy provide evidence of a very good relationship. According to the experts the
excess in the volume of import over export from Belarus was noted, which also
positively characterizes trade relations between the countries.

Assessment of relations of Azerbaijan authorities with Georgia. According
to experts, Georgia is one of the main strategic allies for Azerbaijan. The
overwhelming majority of Azerbaijan export of hydrocarbon resources is exported to
world markets via Georgia. Trade flow between two countries remains at a good
level. Azerbaijan is among three largest trade partners of Georgia. However, it is
early to speak on any free trade zones between the countries due to the fact that
Georgia is a member of the WTO, signed an agreement with the EU, but Azerbaijan
Is not involved in these projects.

Assessment of relations of Azerbaijan authorities with Moldova. Inspite of
numerous bilateral intergovernmental agreements in the economic field, the
relationship between two countries can be hardly called advanced, which, according
to experts, is due to the lack of mutual stimulating factors.

Assessment of relations of Azerbaijan authorities with Ukraine. Trade
turnover between Azerbaijan and Ukraine in the first quarter of this year fell by 19%,
which is a direct result of the deterioration of transit capacities through Russia.
Azerbaijan supplies and purchases in Ukraine about 1000 item names. Free trade
areas are not yet established, although there were attempts within GUAM. Labor
market is mutually open for citizens of both countries. Several experts noted the
absence of obstacles for Ukrainian businessmen entrepreneurship in Azerbaijan
nowadays. In addition, signing bilateral intergovernmental double taxation avoidance
treaty would improve trade relations between the countries.
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Conclusions and recommendations

Unfortunately the data required by the methodology is not fully provided by
Azerbaijan State Statistics Committee.

The existence of differences in the degree of accessibility to the data required
by the methodology in different EaP countries creates risks of incorrect comparison
of the results for different countries.

Considerably more optimistic assessment of economic integration by experts
compared to formal calculations based on foreign trade and investment data is
explained by the fact that experts consider a broader range of indicators.

General Assessment of the Macro-Economic Situation

Change of the the government in Armenia insignificantly affected macro-
economic situation in the Republic of Armenia in the first half of 2014. Total amount
of the external public debt of Armenia amounted to USD 4.8 billion at the end of the
first half of 2014.

The share of loss-making enterprises is not significantly different from the one
in the corresponding period of the previous year. The decline in the production of
electricity (3.2%), as well as in construction volumes is observed. In the dynamics of
foreign trade and industrial output there is almost no change compared with the
corresponding period of the previous year. Export of goods and services in January-
June 2014 amounted to USD 33871.9 million, import — USD 30832.6 million. Some
growth is observed in the volume of trade (5.6%) and in the amount of provided
services (4.0%). Negative trade balance amounted to USD 540.1 million. The volume
of export and import of goods were respectively USD 291.0 million and USD 831.1
million. Compared to January-June 2013 export increased by 0.8% and import — by
1.1%.

The share of the EU countries in total foreign trade amounted to 23.2% of total
import of services (in January-June 2013 — 22.3%, respectively). The structure of
both export and import of services for a long time remained almost unchanged.
During January-June 2014 the largest export volumes were in transport services,
which accounted for 49.7% of total export, services in the field of
telecommunications, computer and information technologies — 32.5%, processing of
material resources — 1.9%, and business services — 13.4%.

Assessment of relations of Armenian Government with the EU. The EU
continues initiating and funding projects to support entrepreneurship and small and
medium enterprises. Economic relations (including trade) continue evolving with the
EU, GSP + regime continues operating. Just because foreign trade with the EU is
conducted under favorable regime, the cooperation in this area continues
successfully, but the cooperation in the field of deep and comprehensive free trade
areas ceased. In the field of agricultural development Armenia cooperates with many
countries of the EU. However, the suspension of cooperation with the EU on the
matters of macroeconomic and financial stability should be noted.

Assessment of relations of Armenian Government with Azerbaijan.

Currently there is no cooperation between the countires. This situation is
caused by the conflict between Armenia and Azerbaijan.

Assessment of relations of Armenian Government with Belarus. After the
Armenian authorities decided to join the Eurasian Economic Union, the cooperation
with this country develops. There is an evidence for the interest of cooperation in the
field of transport, environment, and climate change. Less close cooperation was noted
by experts in the field of agriculture and rural development, as well as media
cooperation.

Assessment of relations of Armenian Government with Georgia. Experts
agreed that Armenia and Georgia cooperate both at the state and at the private level in
the fields of trade, tourism, joint ventures, and so on. However special attention is
paid to the existing opportunities to deepen this cooperation. A free trade agreement
was signed between Armenia and Georgia; in addition, both countries are members of
the WTO. Armenia and Georgia are closely linked by transport communications, as
far as the main turnover of Armenia is made through Georgia. According to expert
opinion it is expected that on the matters of macroeconomic and financial stability the
cooperation will be strengthened, given the common interests of neighboring states.

Assessment of relations of Armenian Government with Moldova.
According to experts, at the moment the cooperation between Armenia and Moldova
takes place mainly on a multilateral (EU, CIS) basis. In this area the cooperation
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between Armenia and Moldova is at a low level. Nowadays cooperation between
broadcasters and news agencies is not really extensive. There is some cooperation
with regard to general awareness raising, as well as between disaspora.

Assessment of relations of Armenian Government with Ukraine. Most
experts noted close inter-agency relations in the field of business and SME policy,
which takes place on a multilateral basis. Some experts pointed out quite deep
cooperation between two countries in the field of transport, which is, in their opinion,
caused by exyensive flow of cargo of Armenian goods through Ukraine.

Conclusions and recommendations

Summarizing the analyzed results of the index, the conclusion about the need to
strengthen economic ties between Armenia and the European Union, as well as
increase cooperation with the countries of the Eastern Partnership can be made.

General Assessment of the Macro-Economic Situation

In the 1% half of 2014 the Belarusian economy was experiencing difficulties
with economic growth. Fast economic growth rates in early 2013 led to the fact that a
relative value of GDP in early 2014 was in the “red zone”: in January-February 2014
it decreased by 1.6% compared to the same period of the previous year. However,
gradual alignment of the base of comparison, increase in production in petrochemical
complex, and also retail turnover supported by consumer spending allowed to fix the
rate of economic growth at an average level of 1-1.2% in the following months.

However, this did not solve structural problems of the economy, but,
conversely, increased its dependence on several factors of growth. To further support
the relative stability the funds that the country lacked were needed.

Due to the liberal monetary policy of the National Bank the rates on credit and
deposit market were excessively high, which did not let enterprises facing difficulties
in marketing their products to replenish current assets. As a result, the financial
condition of the enterprises in the first half seriously deteriorated: net income from
sales during January-June 2014 fell by 11.6% compared with the same period of the
previous year, the share of unprofitable enterprises increased from 8.4% to 14.6%
among the total number of organizations, the amount of net loss increased by 94.4%.

Therefore in the 2™ quarter of 2014 the National Bank began working on the
preventive reduction of rates in the economy, although the monthly rates of inflation
seriously exceeded their foreseen performance. By the results of the 1% half of 2014
the inflation rate was 10.2%, while the projected figures for the full year were 11%.

In foreign trade Belarus seriously improved its position by the results of
January-June 2014. Balance of foreign trade for the 6 months was -$866.8 million,
although it was at -$1840.7 a year before.

On the one hand this is a positive trend, as previously imbalance in foreign
trade exerted significant pressure on current transactions. On the other hand, the
improvement in the balance mainly happened due to the reduction of import, rather
than export growth. Export volumes of the previous year could not restore because of
the stagnation in the markets of countries which are major trade partners of Belarus.
In the 1% half of 2014 export of Belarus continued to decline and reached 98.5% from
the value of the previous year. In turn, economic authorities began to fight the import
in the 2" quarter of 2014. This contributed to the fact that the volume of import in the
1% half of 2014 hovers around 94% of the previous year.

Declining revenues of currency from foreign trade into the country and scant
volume of attracted foreign investments forced the authorities of Belarus to apply to
Russia for another loan. An additional factor for the need to attract resources into the
country became foreign liabilities that Belarus should have paid off in mid-2014.

So, during the 1% half of 2014 Belarus promptly raised $2 billion credit from
VTB Bank (temporary replacement for future loan from the government of Russia),
as well as $450 million as one of the tranches of intergovernmental Russian loan. All
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this seriously increased the external debt of the country, which in January-June 2014
amounted to $ 3.4 billion.

Despite the temporary revival of the situation due to credit resources the results
of June 2014 already showed some decline in economic activity. This means that in
the near future it will be difficult for Belarus to maintain the current economic policy
without significant support from outside.

Assessment of relations of Belarusian Authorities with the EU.

Despite the existence of tensions between the EU and Russia, Belarus, which
Is in the union with the latter, is quite successful at implementing various projects in
the field of business and trade with the EU. Some experts noted close cooperation in
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the field of transport and environment: Belarus takes part in the formation of the
Northern Dimension Partnership on Transport and Logistics (NDPTL), negotiates
border crossing by the EU carriers following the entry of Belarus to the EAEU. Also,
with the financial support of the European Commission projects related to the
capacity building of the Republic of Belarus in the strategic planning and
management in the field of environmental protection are implemented.

Assessment of relations of Belarusian Authorities with Azerbaijan. Experts
agreed that no specific changes in the relations of two countries in the 1* half of 2014
happened. Only in the fields of entrepreneurship and trade there were some
peculiarities worse noting. In the first area relationship of the countires is stipulated
by the Agreement between the Republic of Belarus and the Republic of Azerbaijan
on social and economic cooperation till 2015. In the second area one can observe a
positive trend in foreign trade between two countries. If during the entire 2013 the
trade turnover between Belarus and Azerbaijan amounted to $290.4 million, for the
1% half of 2014 only it reached more than $200 million.

Assessment of relations of Belarusian Authorities with Armenia. According
to expert opinion following the accession of Armenia to the Customs Union and the
Eurasian Economic Union the cooperation between two countries should have
increased in the 1% half of 2014. However, the actual total trade turnover between two
countries remains at the minimum level (about $20 million in January-June 2014),
and even declines. Individually experts marked the negotiations of the Belarusian
side with Armenian business on the matters of investment and trade, as well as active
lobbying of Armenian business in Belarus with a number of senior officials. The
result of this lobbying could hav been seen in June 2014, when Armenian
businessman Gagik Tsarukyan registered “Multi Group Investbel” Company in
Minsk which will be investing in promising segments of the Belarusian economy.

Assessment of relations of Belarusian Authorities with Georgia. In the
matter of cooperation between Georgia and Belarus experts somewhat disagreed. On
the one hand, it was taken into the account that Belarus has to follow the policy of the
Customs Union, which significantly limits the possibilities of deepening cooperation
with other countries, including Georgia. On the other hand, the existing contacts
between two countries were marked positively, although they have not yielded any
‘tangible results’ yet.

Assessment of relations of Belarusian Authorities with Moldova.
Moldova’s signing DCFTA with the EU affected the development of relations with
Belarus in the 1% half of 2014. Therefore, the focus of Belarusian authorities was
aimed at defining new terms of trade cooperation with Moldova. Some experts,
referring to the participation of Belarus in the Customs Union, assessed the level of
cooperation between the countries in the 1% half of 2014 as low. Some experts noted
the importance of the meeting of Prime Ministers of two countries in late May 2014,
which resulted in agreements on increasing the volume of production of field engines
in Moldova at the premises of Belarusian enterprises.

Assessment of relations of Belarusian Authorities with Ukraine. The crisis
in Ukraine affected economic cooperation of two countries. The relationship in the
field of entrepreneurship were partly frozen, which also affected trade between the
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countries. In trade, some experts noted negative impact of “trade war”: Belarusian
side attempted to restrict import from Ukraine (for purely economic reasons), but
these restrictions had to be abandoned a few months later because of the vigorous
countermeasures from Ukrainian side. Special migration measures associated with an
influx of Ukrainian refugees in Belarus, providing temporary relief, and in some
cases housing — all of this, according to experts, became the reason for positive
assessment of cooperation between two countries.

Conclusions and recommendations

The place and importance of the EU countries and the countries of the Eastern
Partnership in the Belarusian economy differ with a great contrast. The European
Union is the second largest trading partner of the country (after Russia) and source of
a significant amount of investment. Ukraine accounts for a substantial amount of
foreign trade and much smaller (compared to the EU) indicators of the attracted and
channelled investment.

Other countries participating in the Eastern Partnership mainly have “zero”
value in Belarus statistics on trade and investment.

At the level of cooperation of governments the contrast between the EU and
the Eastern Partnership countries is less visible. At the same time, in general this
level is low. Belarusian authorities, as well as the governments of the EU and the
Eastern Partnership countries and the official representatives of the EU integration
institutions should have taken joint steps for creation of more favourable conditions
for mutually beneficial economic cooperation at macro and micro levels.

This problem acquires certain piquancy in connection with the signing and
ratification of the Treaty of Eurasian Economic Union by Belarus, which will enter
into force on January 1, 2015. Search for tools and mechanisms to stimulate
economic activity with the EU and the Eastern Partnership countries should now take
into account the increasing regulatory importance of Eurasian integration for the
economy of Belarus.

General Assessment of the Macro-Economic Situation

Georgia is one of the leading countries in the South Caucasus region and
among the Eastern Partnership countries that has reached significant progress in the
EU integration process. This achievement was made because of the wide range of
reforms conducted in all fields of EU-Georgia cooperation. During the reporting
period Georgia continued implementation of the European Neighbourhood Policy
Action Plan (ENP AP) and the Eastern Partnership (EaP) bilateral and multilateral
Road maps, as well as started implementation of the Association Agreement and the
Association Agenda. The Government is committed to further building of a strong
and effective democratic state which is based on common European values and
shared principles. It intends to fulfil and further develop current EU-Georgia agenda
by making the best use of all possible cooperation instruments and mechanisms.

The year 2014 was marked by the signature of the EU-Georgia Association
Agreement (AA) including Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA) on
27 June 2014, which is a milestone in EU-Georgia relations making the European
integration Georgia’s domestic policy. Signing Association Agreement justified
Georgia’s efforts and can help the country to progress further towards the ultimate
goal of EU membership.

Georgia’s gross domestic product (GDP) grew by an estimated 6.0% in the
first half of 2014, following a relatively stable performance in 2013. Growth was
driven by higher domestic demand, exports, foreign direct investment, and
remittances, as a low refinancing rate and increased fiscal stimulus improved
business confidence. Despite the strong first half, the Asian Development Outlook
(ADO) 2014 Update maintains the 2014 growth forecast and lowers the 2015
estimate by half a percentage point because of the on-going slowdown in the Russian
Federation and continuing geopolitical uncertainty.

Inflation forecasts remain unchanged from those made in ADO 2014 for both
years. Annual inflation rose to 2.8% by July 2014 (versus reported deflation in 2013)
as food and utility prices increased in the first half of 2014. Higher demand-side
inflationary pressures, driven by expanded fiscal stimulus and an accommodating
monetary policy that should boost lending, are expected to fuel inflation in 2015.

In January — June 2014 external merchandise trade (excluding non-organized
trade) in Georgia amounted to USD 5922 million (preliminary data), 12.6 percent
higher year-on-year. Export equalled to USD 2018 million (11 percent higher), while
import totalled USD 3904 million (13.5 percent higher). The negative trade balance
was USD 1886 million in January-July, 2014 and its share in external trade turnover
constituted 32 percent.

In January-July 2014 the external trade of Georgia with the EU countries
amounted to USD 1683 million, up by 13 percent compared to the corresponding
indicator of the previous year. Export amounted to USD 339 million (32 percent
higher), while import amounted to USD 1341million (9 percent higher). The share of
these countries in the external trade of Georgia amounted to 26 percent, 20 percent in
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export and 28 percent in import (in January-July 2013 26, 17 and 29 percent
respectively). 32 percent of the trade deficit accrued to the EU countries (36 percent
in January-July 2013).

Attraction of foreign direct investment (FDI) is the one of the main priorities
for Georgia. Liberal investment environment and equal approach to local and foreign
investors make country an attractive destination for FDI. Stable economic
development, liberal and free market oriented economic policy, 6 taxes only and
reduced tax rates, reduced number of licenses and permissions, dramatically
simplified administrative procedures, preferential trade regimes with foreign
countries, advantageous geographic location, well developed and integrated transport
infrastructure, educated, skilled and competitive workforce presents a solid ground
for successful business in Georgia.

Index of cooperation of Georgia with the European Union and Eastern
Partnership countries

The calculation of the Economic Integration Index was based on trade data
which was obtained from the National Bank of Georgia.

To assess the level of economic cooperation between Georgia and the countries
of the European Union and Eastern Partnership the indicators of mutual movement of
goods, services and capital were used. On the basis of calculations of their weights in
the total volume of foreign trade and investment the score was received. It showed an
extremely low level of interaction between business entities.

Assessment of relations of Georgian authorities with the EU. Signing EU-
Georgia Association Agreement including the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade
Area (DCFTA) had a positive impact on the Georgian relations with the EU.
Cooperation in the macroeconomic and financial sectors including tax policies
increases as far as Georgia has signed double taxation avoidance treaty with almost
all the EU countries. Besides, partnership advances in the fields of media, SME, and
B2B cooperation. Progress in environmental cooperation, agriculture, and labour
market was noted, especially in the context of harmonization of national legislation
with the EU norms and standards. In that regard, EU technical assistance and
institutional building programs TWINNING, TAIEX, SIGMA and CIB played an
important role in sharing experience and best practices in all above mentioned
priority sectors of EU-Georgia relations.

Assessment of relations of Georgian authorities with Azerbaijan.
According to experts’ opinions Georgian relations with Azerbaijan have been
progressing mainly in the sectors of energy, transport, and environment. Trade
relations between the countries are quite extensive mainly in terms of export-import
of goods, cross-border business activities, and transportation of vehicles from Europe
to Azerbaijan through the Georgian territory. Azerbaijan is the one of the 4 main
trade partners of Georgia. In addition, cooperation in the sector of tax policy is also
noticeable as far as Georgia signed the double taxation avoidance treaty with
Azerbaijan. Besides it should be mentioned that environmental cooperation is a
priority between the two countries mainly in terms of water resources management as
far as the Mtkvari (Kura) river which crosses through Georgian territory is used as a
main source of drinking water for Azerbaijan. Countries also successfully cooperate
in the framework of Georgia-Azerbaijan Eastern Partnership Territorial Cooperation
programme.

Assessment of relations of Georgian authorities with Armenia. Georgian
relations with Armenia are mainly focused on trade relations as far as Georgia is the
main hub for the provision of goods for Armenia. Cross border business activities
develop including the cooperation in tourism sector which is important as far as many
Armenians visit Georgian capital and other Georgian main touristic centers,
especially in summer such activities are noticeable at the Black sea resorts (Batumi,
Kobuleti and etc.). In addition countries successfully cooperate in the sectors of
environment, macroeconomic and financial (banking) sectors, labor market, social
policies, and agriculture. Countries also successfully cooperate within the framework
of Georgia-Armenia Eastern Partnership Territorial Cooperation programme.

Assessment of relations of Georgian authorities with Belarus. Georgian
relations with Belarus are rather impressive. Trade cooperation is quite extensive, as
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well as legal cooperation because Georgia is involved into the EU Eastern
Partnership multilateral framework in different formats. Georgia hasn’t signed double
taxation avoidance agreement with Belarus, but the negotiation process is ongoing.
Georgia also has signed a Convention on Mutual Administrative Assistance in Tax
Matters with Belarus.

Assessment of relations of Georgian authorities with Moldova. Experts
claim that Georgia doesn’t have active trade or any sector cooperation with Moldova
because the countries do not share a common border. Nevertheless countries actively
cooperate in the framework of different EU support initiatives including in the
Eastern Partnership format where both countries take the lead in terms of
implementation of EU integration reforms and approximation of national legislation
to the EU standards and norms.

Assessment of relations of Georgian authorities with Ukraine. Georgian
relations with Ukraine are mainly focused on trade, transport, and agriculture as far as
Ukraine is one of the 4 main trade partners of Georgia. Some of Georgian agricultural
products are imported to Ukraine including wine and citrus fruit crops and at the
same time Ukraine exports cereals and other food products to Georgia. Regional
cooperation takes place in the context of different EaP and Black sea cooperation
initiatives (BSCBC, BISEC, and GUAM). Common projects on anti-corruption
measures in terms of best practices exchange are also important. In addition both
countries signed the Association Agreement and follow the same EU
recommendations in terms of implementation of the EU integration reforms.

Total index confirmed that relations with the EU are of the primary
importance for the country as far as European integration remains main foreign
policy priority of Georgia. In the context of implementation of EU integration
reforms, Moldova and Ukraine share the same foreign policy priorities and more or
less are at the same track in terms of implementation of the EU integration reforms.
Also it should be noted that index showed that among the EaP countries, Azerbaijan,
Ukraine, and Armenia are the main trade partners for Georgia.

Conclusions and recommendations

Georgian integration to the EU is substantiated not only by geopolitical
reasoning, but also by economic and trade relations which is confirmed by calculation
of EaP economic integration index. What concerns EaP Countries, above-mentioned
index is less important, but among them Azerbaijan, Ukraine, and Armenia are more
remarkable.

Recommendations:

- use advantageous geographic location,

- ensure stable economic development,

- facilitate liberal and free market oriented economic policy,

- simplify tax policy and administration,

- reduce number of licenses and permissions,

- simplify administrative procedures,

- ensure preferential trade regimes with foreign countries,
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- further develop and integrate transit transport infrastructure,
- further develop education, skilled and competitive labour power for
solid ground and successful business in Georgia.

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MOLDOVA

General Assessment of the Macro-Economic Situation

In the first half of 2014 gross domestic product of Moldova totalled USD 3.33
billion at current market prices, having increased by 3.9% compared with January-
June 2013. In this respect, it decreased by at least 53 million in dollar terms.

The first half of 2014 is characterized by a very large gap between export of
goods and services for the Republic of Moldova: 70.05% accounts for goods, and the
share of services is only 29.95%.

The study of export of goods and services within each group shows that half of
it accounts for the EU countries. As for the EU group, USD 177.31 million
correspond to services, making 51% of total export of services. Ukraine is ranked
second with the share of 4% followed by Belarus with 1%. The share of Georgia,
Armenia, and Azerbaijan is negligible. The EU accounts for 54% of export of goods,
followed by Belarus with 7% (or USD 53.6 million) and then follows Ukraine with
5%, Georgia - 1%. The shares of Armenia and Azerbaijan remain extremely low.

In January-June 2014 import amounted to USD 2547.3, which is 1.8% less
than the volume achieved in the corresponding period of 2013. Thus, import from the
EU countries (EU-28) in January-June 2014 amounted to USD 1242.9 million (8.6%
more than in January-June 2013), with the share of 48.8% in the total volume of
import (44.1% in January-June 2013).

Most of Moldova’s import is import of goods. During the first two quarters of
2014 imports of goods accounted for about 88%, while import of services amounted
for about 12% of total import. The analysis of import by countries in January-June
2014 compared with the same period in 2013 shows decrease in supply from such
Eastern countries as Ukraine (-15.6%), Belarus (-24.2%), as well as from the
remaining 3 countries analyzed with an insignificant share of supply.

Significant gap between export and import led to a trade deficit in January-
June 2014 in the amount of USD1375.0 million, which is USD 82.7 million (-5.7%)
less than in the corresponding period of 2013. Trade deficit with the European Union
amounted to USD 622.1 million (in January-June 2013 — USD 632.8 million), and
with the CIS countries — USD 317.8 million (in January-June 2013 — USD 356.3
million).

According to official information provided by the National Bank of Moldova
in October 2014, at the end of the first semester of 2014 the value of direct
investments into the national economy amounted to USD 2364.08 million, which
makes an increase by USD 83.98 million (or 3.68% in relative values) compared to
the end of 2013.

The main investor into the economy of the Republic of Moldova is the EU —
USD 1246.79 million or 52.7% of total investment, and accordingly, there is an
absolute increase by USD 61.38 million or by 0.7 percentage points compared to the
previous period. Direct investment into the national economy of the Republic of
Moldova from Ukraine makes 2% of total investment, which corresponds to a
decrease by USD 0.08 million compared to the same period in 2013.
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As for direct investment from Moldova abroad it has risen by 1.25 times
compared to December 30, 2013, but in absolute terms, total investment is very small
and makes USD 130.82 million.

In 2014 Moldova continued on the path of European integration. This is
confirmed by the indicators of economic cooperation between the Republic of
Moldova and the European Union (EU) and the Eastern Partnership (EaP) countries.
Accordingly point scoring, defined as average value of the share of foreign trade and
capital flows with the EU and the EaP countries indicates a higher value of
cooperation with the EU countries (0.51) and lower (almost critical) with the Eastern
Partnership countries (0.08). In general set-point evaluation of the cooperation with
the countries of the EaP, Ukraine accounts for almost 2/3 of this figure.

Expert assessments of actions of Moldova’s authorities in the implementation
of state policy in the field of cooperation with the EU and the EaP countries indicate
closer relationship with the countries of the Eastern Partnership, reducing, at the same
time, the effectiveness and significance of the efforts of Moldova’s authorities on the
way of the European integration.

Assessment of relations of Moldovan authorities with the EU.

Signing the Association Agreement with the EU. Moldovan authorities
repeatedly work on the convergence of economic policy with the EU. The official
government policy is oriented and declared as the European way of development.
Normative documents of the EU on environmental protection are essential for
production and sphere of services of the country.

Agreement with the European Union on the Financing of the Programme of
Support to Stimulation Economy in Rural Areas PAA ENPI 2010.

Association Agreement with the EU will promote cooperation in the
management of public finances: fiscal policy, internal control, financial inspection,
and external audit should be focused on implementation of international standards.
The cooperation is aimed at facilitating access to electronic communication markets,
promoting competition, investment in the sector, and ensuring the development of
online public services.

Assessment of relations of Moldovan authorities with Azerbaijan.
Relations between Moldovan and Azerbaijan authorities in the field of business and
SME policy are regulated by agreements of CIS and Charter of the Organization for
Democracy and Economic Development — GUAM. Impact on this area of interest in
the first half of 2014 was not ascertained. A new agreement on free trade zone with
Azerbaijan did not affect trade and regulatory cooperation between the countries
within the period. Cooperation on the matters of macroeconomic and financial
stability: provisions of the Protocol of the Third meeting of the Joint
Intergovernmental Commission on Economic Cooperation between the Republic of
Moldova and the Republic of Azerbaijan dated March 27, 2014 are executed.

Assessment of relations of Moldovan authorities with Armenia. Influence
of the relationship between the authorities of Moldova and Armenia in the field of
business and SME policy in the first half of 2014 was not ascertained. Trade and
trade-related regulatory cooperation in the field of deep and comprehensive free trade
areas was not dynamic.

Agreement on Multilateral Interstate Specialization of Production and Supply
of Cultivars of Agricultural Crops, Planting Stock of Fruit and Berry Crops and
Grapes. Relations between Moldovan and Armenian authorities in the field “Labour
Market and Social Policy” are regulated by CIS agreements and agreements on
cooperation between the governments signed before 2014. The Agreement on
Cooperation in the Field of Audio and Video between Moldova and Armenia
(NCTR) No 65 dated May 28, 2014.
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Assessment of relations of Moldovan authorities with Belarus. Around 12
protocols of interstate cooperation on entrepreneurship and SME policy were signed.
The agreement on free trade zone is in place and its provisions are implemented
successfully. There is a decision on the development of the draft agreement of states
— CIS participants on the transit by pipeline transport.

Regulations on the procedure of formation of major types of food balance of
states was prepared by the Intergovernmental Council for the CIS Agro-Industrial
complex together with Interstate Statistical Committee of the CIS. Protocol of the
meeting of the Moldovan-Belarusian Intergovernmental Commission on Trade and
Economic Cooperation dated January 13, 2014 was signed.

Assessment of relations of Moldovan authorities with Georgia. The
relationship between the authorities of Moldova and Georgia on entrepreneurship and
SME policy is regulated by CIS agreements and agreements of cooperation between
governments signed before 2014. Trade and trade-related regulatory cooperation
between two countries, according to experts, is insignificant.

Assessment of relations of Moldovan authorities with Ukraine. Cooperation
in the field of entrepreneurship and SME policy is second important after cooperation
with EU. Export and import to and from Ukraine was growing in the first half of
2014, trade balance makes 83.0% compared to 2013. There are Agreements on
Improving Food Security; On Multilateral Interstate Specialization of Production and
Supply Cultivars of Agricultural Crops, Planting Stock of Fruit and Berry Crops and
Grapes s. New tax arrangements are constantly established, the existing ones are
being improved. It is based on tax policy adjustments depending on changes in the
strategic objectives and algorithms of national economy development.

The final index of Moldova’s cooperation with the countries of the European
Union and Eastern Partnership indicates a higher interaction with the countries of the
EU. In the list of the EU countries one can differentiate neighbouring to Moldova
Romania as a country with the closest economic ties. At the same time, cooperation
with the Eastern Partnership countries goes to the background. In these
circumstances, it is easy to understand that Ukraine, as a neighbouring country, is
granted with the prime importance in the Eastern Partnership. This situation is
primarily conditioned by shorter distances and lasting relationships between
neighbouring states.

Conclusions and recommendations

1. Sharp weakening of import and export operations with Eastern Partnership
countries except Belarus and Ukraine is observed.

2. Outdated CIS regulating documents, low index of market absorption by small
states poorly stimulate cooperation among the countries of the Eastern Partnership.

3. At the same time increase in export to the EU countries and import from the
EU countries can be assessed as a positive factor, accounting for more than 50% of
the total trade volume, which is explained by the following factors:

a) Increasing cooperation with the EU

b) Financial support from the EU and the USA
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c) Close cultural and ideological values with the EU

d) “Pushing” Moldova out of Russian market with the help of aggressive
Russian policy and discrimination of migrant workers.

4. Population of Moldova, as well as other people of “failed poor countries”
needs active education on European integration and Europeanization through real and
tangible reforms.

5. De-bureaucratization of Moldova through facilitating development of SME,
fast (within 15 min.) registration and closure of small enterprises will relieve tension
in the social sector and create new conditions for self-employment.

6. An idea uniting all the population for economic development is needed. The
fight against corruption cannot replace economic development and social stability.

General Assessment of the Macro-Economic Situation

Economic and political instability negatively affected the economy of Ukraine
in the first half of 2014. The total amount of the external public debt of Ukraine at the
end of the first half of 2014 amounted to USD 136.8 billion.

The share of loss-making enterprises as compared with the corresponding
period of the previous year increased and amounted to 45.4%. They admitted losses
by 3.9 times more than in January-June of the previous year. There were lots of loss-
making enterprises in such fields of economy as real estate operations (54.5%),
transport, storage, postal and courier activities (52%), construction (48.6%), and
industry (47.7%).

Export of goods and services from Ukraine in January-June 2014 amounted to
USD 33871.9 million, import — to USD 30832.6 million. Positive balance of foreign
trade amounted to USD 3039.3 million. Export and import of goods in Ukraine were
equal to respectively USD 28623.6 million and USD 28055.2 million. Compared to
January-June 2013 export decreased by 5.2%, import — by 17.9%. Positive net-
balance of Ukraine amounted to USD 568.4 million (January-June 2013), negative —
USD 3981.5 million).

The foreign trade coverage ratio is 1.02 (January-June 2013 — 0.88). Foreign
trade operations were conducted with partners from 206 countries. Export of goods to
the EU countries amounted to 33.1% of total export, to other countries — 66.9%
(January-June 2013 — 27.3% and 72.7% respectively). Index of foreign trade prices
(June 2014 to June 2013) in export amounted to 96.1%, import — 97.4%.

50.7% of the total import of services was obtained from the EU countries (in
January-June 2013 — 55.1% respectively). The structure of both export and import of
services remained almost unchanged for a long time. During January-June 2014 the
largest volumes of export accounted for transport services, which occupied 52.8% of
total export (due to the services of pipeline transport, rail, air, and sea transport).
Telecommunications, computer, and information services— 13.8%, material resources
processing — 12%, business services — 11.7%.

The volume of involved direct foreign investment (joint-stock capital) into the
economy of Ukraine from the beginning of investment period amounted to USD 50.0
billion as of July 1, 2014 that amounted to USD 1164.1 per capita. Investments came
from 133 countries. The volume of direct foreign investment (joint-stock capital)
from Ukraine into the world economy amounted to USD 6.5 billion as of July 1,
2014,

During the first half of 2014 due to a number of economic and political
reasons, national currency of Ukraine lost 50-60% of its value leading to further loss
of solvency of domestic households and aggravation of the overall economic state of
the country.
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Index of cooperation of Ukraine with the European Union and the Eastern
Partnership countries

To assess the level of economic cooperation of Ukraine with the countries of
the European Union and Eastern Partnership the indicators of mutual movement of
goods, services and capital were used. On the basis of calculations of their weights in
the total volume of foreign trade and investment the score was obtained. It showed
extremely low level of interaction between business entities.

At the same time, the actions taken by the Ukrainian authorities for the
implementation of state policy in the economic sphere regarding to the above-
mentioned partners were assessed by experts at a much higher level.

The resulting estimates of actions of Ukrainian authorities were conditioned by
a number of factors and events that were reflected in the relevant expert comments.

Assessment of relations of Ukrainian authorities with the EU. Signing
Association Agreement with the EU had a positive impact on mutual cooperation,
which was noted by the experts. Particular attention was paid by the experts to close
cooperation within trade and trade-related regulatory cooperation, and cooperation on
macroeconomic stabilization. Experts also noted implementation of TWINNING and
GIZ projects.

Assessment of relations of Ukrainian authorities with Azerbaijan. Most
experts agree that significant changes in cooperation between the countries in the first
half of 2014 did not happen. Some experts pointed out that there is little positive
dynamics in trade and trade-related regulatory cooperation with regard to DCFTA, as
well as enterpreneurship and SME policy. These statements were proved by a plan
for consultations on topical issues of bilateral and multilateral cooperation between
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the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Republic of Azerbaijan that is being implemented now.

Assessment of relations of Ukrainian authorities with Armenia. Experts
noted negative result of cooperation between the authorities of the countries, which
resulted in a reduction of export to Armenia by 1.3% and import by 36.9% in the first
half of 2014 compared with the corresponding period of 2013. This trend had direct
negative impact on expert opinion as for trade and trade-related regulatory
cooperation in the field of DCFTA.

Assessment of relations of Ukrainian authorities with Belarus. Experts
noted the deterioration of interaction between the countries that was primarily
associated with the use of discriminatory measures in trade and restricting the supply
of goods, absence of negotiations to prevent the breach of the agreement on free trade
zone within the CIS. However, slightly positive dynamics is observed in the
cooperation in the fields of transport, as well as environment and climate change,
which was caused by the introduction of the Territorial Cooperation Program
“Ukraine-Belarus”, project “Restoration of Arterial Waterway E-40 on the Dnieper-
Vistula Section: from Strategy to Planning”.

Assessment of relations of Ukrainian authorities with Georgia. Experts
have noticed slightly positive dynamics in the relations of the countries. Georgia is
one of the largest importers of agricultural products. Experts noted further
development of cooperation in the field of transport, agriculture, and rural
development. Consequently, between two countries agreements on the development
of transport corridor Baltic Sea — Black Sea, on introduction of universal reusable
permits for carriers were reached.

Assessment of relations of Ukrainian authorities with Moldova. Preparation
for the implementation of Ukraine-Moldova Program of Territorial Cooperation, as
well as conduct of the International Economic Forum “Development through Inter-
agency and Economic Cooperation” had positive impact on the relations of the
countries. Experts noted positive dynamics in the field of trade and trade-related
regulatory cooperation on DCFTA, as well as environment and climate change.
According to experts reaching an agreement on the abolition of duties, amendments
to the Agreement on Railway Operation between the governments, ongoing
cooperation between higher education institutions will have additional positive
impact in the future.

Total index witnessed paramount importance of cooperation with the EU for
Ukraine. Among the countries of the Eastern Partnership the leaders are Georgia and
Moldova, which pursue similar European integration policies.

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Conclusions and recommendations

Gradual integration of Ukraine to the European Union is determined by the
significant economic relationships, as evidenced by the results of calculated Eastern
Partnership index of economic integration. Involved experts emphasized active
cooperation on macroeconomic and financial stability, as well as trade and trade-
related regulatory cooperation in the field of DCFTA.

As for the integration of Ukraine and the Eastern Partnership countries, their
influence on the calculated index is negligible. Moreover, Armenia has a zero value.
In this regard, the revitalization of cooperation of Ukraine with the countries of the
Eastern Partnership is quite urgent.
